THE PROCESS

When a chuth makes the decision to support
a student, the appropriate church
representative should complete the online
Church Partnership Scholarship Application
found at www.greenville.edu under Forms
and Resources on the Financial Aid page
PRIOR to March 1st. Applications received
after March 1st will be awarded depending
upon availability of funding. e church must
make a check or money order payable to
Greenville University with the student’s name
noted on the memo line. e church must
submit the scholarship funds by sending
payment to the Financial Aid O ce by August

15. Scholarship funds received from the church

will be applied to the student’s fall semester
charges, and the university will apply the
matching award against the student’s spring
semester charges.
